The English department has organised a trip, open to all current Year 8 students (Year 9 in October), to visit
the home of Charlotte Bronté, author of ‘Jane Eyre’. Year 9 English will begin with a term-long study of
‘Jane Eyre’ and this trip aims to enhance pupils’ understanding of historical, social, and literary contexts.

The schedule is as follows:
e Depart school at 9:00am to arrive at Haworth just after 11:00am.

e Depart Haworth around 2:30pm to return to school by approximately 5:00pm.

Your child/ward will need to bring a packed
lunch (if your child/ward is entitled to free school meals a ‘grab bag’ can be ordered the day before the trip
from the canteen for collection from 8am on the day of the trip.

The cost of the trip is £31, which includes coach transport, entry to the museum, and two workshops: a 45-
minute talk about Charlotte Bronté and the links between her life and novel, and a guided walk around the
village of Haworth. There are sufficient places for every pupil in the year.
