Year 11 English - Fiction Comprehension

Learning about this topic is important because: Students need to be able to access unseen texts, both fiction and non-fiction, and make their own inferences
and generate opinions. This should encourage students to develop their intellectual curiosity and autonomy when approaching a range of texts.

This builds on: Students study a range of fiction texts, such as the 19" Century novel (Year 10 Spring), We Have Always Lived in the Castle (Year 9 Autumn),
short stories and Twisted Tales (Year 8). This will also build on students’ independent reading within their KS3 reading lessons.

This leads to: Students planning, writing, editing and drafting of their own short stories (Year 11 Spring).

We will learn: We will develop/practise skills including:
e How to read with speed and purpose e Skimming and scanning a text
e How respond to a range of comprehension questions assessing a e Finding and retrieving information
range of skills (see right) e Analysing writers’ craft and techniques
e How to use relevant evidence to support inferences e Making a personal judgement on a text
How to utilise the breadth of a text to develop inference e Crafting a two-sided argument
e How to debate and share views on a text e Writing in timed conditions

Year 11 English - An Inspector Calls

Learning about this topic is important because: It explores characters and themes that have clear connections to our lives today. Study will focus heavily on
class and prejudice and should explore social conscience and ethics.

This builds on: Prior Literature learning regarding characterisation and themes - specifically looking at the morality of characters, such as in previously studied
Shakespeare plays. Close analysis of drama texts such as Romeo and Juliet (Year 10), Macbeth (Year 9). This has excellent links to wider school learning and
values, specifically regarding our school value of Community.

This leads to: A Level Literature (Drama) - A Streetcar Named Desire, The Duchess of Malfi and Hamlet.

We will learn: We will develop/practise skills including:

How to comment on, and compare, the context surrounding the setting Close language analysis

(1912) and the audience (1946). Exploration of dramatic devices and their effects

How to analyse both the language and performance of characters Making connections between the texts and wider contextual factors

How to apply dramatic analysis to our extended writing Tracking both characters and themes across a whole text

How to question how an author presents characters and how that Analysing authorial intention and its effect on a reader/audience

influences an audience

Year 11 English Language - Narrative Writing

Learning about this topic is important because: it will enable us to write effectively, selecting vocabulary, grammar, structural and organisational features
judiciously to entertain. It will allow us to use language imaginatively and creatively and ensure we maintain coherence and consistency across a text.

This builds on: Creative writing skills developed in the Twisted Tales unit (Y8). Analysis and evaluation of short stories/story openings within the fiction
comprehension (Year 11 Autumn), understanding of characterisation, plot and tone through analysis of full fiction texts (Y10 Spring, Y9 Autumn).

This leads to: Revision of literary GCSE texts. A wider understanding of narrative for A Level Literature.

This builds on: Year 7 poetry anthology (identity), Year 8 poetry anthology (family) Year 9 unseen poetry (Year 9)

This leads to: Anthology Poetry (Year 10 Summer), A-Level English Literature (Philip Larkin - The Whitsun Weddings, Carol Ann Duffy - Meantime).
